Recap of 11/18/07:
1.  Paul warns against “perfectionism.”  The teaching that, “it is possible while on earth to ‘arrive’ in the Christian life, to come to the place where you no longer sin.” (Dr. Gene Getz)
2.  Salvation is not the end, but the beginning of a process of pursuing Christlikeness, holiness, doing the will of God.

3.  Paul saw himself as an athlete who with persistence, single-minded determination, and all out commitment pursued the finish line.  The unifying principle of Paul’s life, the one by which he ordered everything else was the pursuit of spiritual maturity, Christlikeness (exhibiting the character of Jesus Christ).
4.  We must put the same energy into the pursuit of spiritual maturity as we put into the pursuit of education, business, work, or recreation.
