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Recap of Habakkuk 1:1-11
1.  Habakkuk was written in the years (early 600’s B.C.) preceding Israel’s being taken into captivity by the Babylonians (586 B.C.).
2.  The key verse of the book is 2:4, which is quoted in the New Testament in Romans 1:17; Galatians 3:11; Hebrews 10:38.
3.  Habakkuk is a message of hope and encouragement in the midst of discouraging times through “intimate communion with God.”

4.  In chapter one Habakkuk complains that God is indifferent to his requests and slow in responding to the sin of His people.
5.  God’s response is that He will indeed deal with His sinning people through the Babylonians.
