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Recap of Habakkuk 1:12
1.  Habakkuk’s second complaint to God has to do with God’s revelation that He would use the Babylonians (a fierce, unrighteous, pagan people)  to discipline His people.  He agrees that Judah deserves discipline but is perplexed over God’s using the Babylonians to deliver the discipline.
2.  Whether it be Israel or the church, God is concerned for the purity of His people and will take steps to discipline them.  (Hebrews 12:5-11)
3.  In struggling with his dilemma, Habakkuk takes refuge in the character of God.

4.  Times of doubt and confusion for God’s people are times to go to Him in worship and communion.  It is in worship that we will find answers for our lives.
