Recap of Habakkuk 1:13-2:1
1.  God’s people need correction and He will discipline them. (Hebrews 12:5-11)
2.  Habakkuk understands the need for discipline but doesn’t understand God’s use of the Babylonians, a pagan and idolatrous people. (Isaiah 55:8.9)

3.  God is sovereign over the nations and over human destiny.  He uses even the wrath of men  to praise Him.

4.  The Babylonians valued and so worshipped their strength and military prowess.  Humans worship what is useful to them.  What a person treasures will be where their heart is (Matthew 6:21).  If a person treasures (i.e. values) power, they will worship power.  If money … money.  If pleasure … pleasure.  If prestige … prestige.
