Recap of Habakkuk 3:1-19
1.  Even as with Job and others who struggle with the difficulties, disappointments, and perplexing questions of life, Habakkuk comes to a new understanding of God and His purposes. 

2.  In a theophany (an appearance of God) Habakkuk is reminded about God’s power, majesty, and care for His people through the deliverance from Egypt, preservation in the wilderness, and the conquest of the promised land.
3.  By faith he has the courage to endure.  Even when the evidences of God’s blessing is absent he will rejoice in faith for he now knows that God can make him sure-footed as the deer in the rough terrain of life.  His questions, his doubts, his accusations are answered.
4.  When faced with difficult questions and situations in life we must:

-remember God’s character

-remember God’s promises

-remember to walk by faith

-remember God’s past deliverances
